 Elementary Class Rules of Conduct   

2023-2024 School Year

As teachers and students of Village Bible Academy, we represent our school, the home educating community and most importantly, Our Lord Jesus Christ to those around us. In recognition of that, we should behave in a manner consistent with the instruction presented in God's Word.

In deference to the parent, it is often uncomfortable for the adult in charge of an event to discipline someone else's child. Please teach your children the appropriate behavior and attitudes for compliance, as well as informing them that the adult in charge has been delegated by the school (and you) to speak to them about inappropriate behavior. With that in mind, we present these guidelines.

1.
Have respect for authority figures, whether that is the person in charge of a field trip, a tour guide on an event, or the leader of a game at park day, etc.  Titles of courtesy (Mr., Mrs., Miss) will be used in addressing teachers and adults.    (1 Peter 2:13-17; Romans 13:1)

2.
Have an attitude of compassion for the differences, needs or disabilities of others.  Parents please teach your children not to be cruel to people who are different from themselves, as so often happens in schools.  (Matthew 7:12; James 2: 1-9; Galatians. 5:22-23)

3.
Act and speak in a manner worthy of the God who calls you.  Students are to display proper conduct.  Courtesies such as remaining seated until dismissed and not talking out of turn are expected to be observed.  Students will not verbalize unkind remarks, profanity, coarse jokes, and other language unbecoming of a Christian. Avoid wearing any clothing, colors or symbols that would (intentionally) indicate allegiance to a gang, morally corrupt, or offensive group or practice.   (I Thessalonians 2:12; Ephesians 4:1; 5:4)

4. Students are to maintain appropriate grooming and clothing standards.  Neat and proper dress has a definite bearing in producing an environment conducive to learning and also displays an attitude of respect to those around you. 

The dress code applies to all participants, including staff, parent volunteers, and students.  This code shall include, but not be limited to the following restrictions:

· Sleeveless shirts and dresses with a shoulder strap of less than two inches or which may be considered immodest.

· Exposed midriffs, backs, or undergarments.

· T-shirts with offensive messages such as secular music groups or slogans which are not in line with Christian principles.

· Frayed or worn jeans.

· Excessively baggy clothing or pants/shorts in which the waistline is worn lower than the waist.

· Short shorts (not shorter than base of your fingers when arms are at your sides) or short skirts/dresses (not shorter than your fingertips when arms are at your sides)

· Tight or clingy clothing.

· Body piercing (only girls may wear earrings).

· Hair should be neat, combed, and off the face.  Hair should not attract undue attention.  No extreme hairstyles such as Mohawks, punk, spiked, or unnatural hair colors.

· Hats and sunglasses are not permitted in the classroom or study hall.

Even though you may not have a problem with certain behavior or actions within your family, if you think something may be offensive to someone else, don't do it!  Students are to treat property with respect and to clean up after themselves.  This includes the restriction of gum chewing on the campus.  Parents, we are asking you to teach your children about refraining from some things in a group setting that may be allowed at home. In this category we would include such things as simple as climbing a tree, or fences on someone else's property, as well as language or joking that may offend.

(1 Corinthians 8:7-13; Philippians 2:3-4; Romans 12:17b)

At our school campus and all VBA field trips and events, come prepared to listen actively, with an attitude of learning.  Students are not to bring electronic equipment to the facilities, including, but not limited to, audio devices such as CD and tape players, pagers, telephones, and video games.  Possible exceptions may include calculators or small audiocassette recorders, which may be used, with permission from the teacher, to record class lectures. Students should not bring trading cards to school (including ie. Pokemon cards).

Wholesome friendships are encouraged between boys and girls. However, students should look upon one another as brothers and sisters in Christ and refrain from demonstrating personal affection at all school 
functions. (Galatians 5:24; Romans 12:10; Ephesians 5:3)

Discipline Policies:  Responsibilities and conduct expectations listed in the Code of Conduct and Elementary Class Rules of Conduct will be enforced.  Students who refuse to comply with school policies will be faced with disciplinary action up to and including expulsion.  If you are uncertain if your particular style is acceptable, please feel free to contact the office for clarification.  It is always wiser to err on the side of caution.  Inappropriate electronic devices will be confiscated.  Any damaged property must be replaced or repaired at the expense of the destructive offender.
